No audition is required for membership into 
Campus orchestra - auditions are for part placement only.  Each audition will be ten minutes in length. Sign-up sheets will 
be available on the bulletin board outside E-172 beginning August 13.  Each person should have a prepared solo or etude 
and will be asked to sight read.  Some excerpts may be required - excerpts for each instrument (strings) will be posted on 
the College of Music web site at www.colorado.edu/music, password is “sibelius”.  All string auditions will take place in 
Professor Endo's studio, E-272.  Wind Auditions will be combined with Wind Symphony/Symphonic Band Auditions.  
Percussion auditions will take place in room E-160.  Results will be posted on the bulletin board Tuesday, August 28 after 
5:00 p.m.  The regular rehearsal of the Orchestra will begin on Wednesday, August 29 at 12:00 p.m. in E-160.
